WARRANT ARTICLE FOR THE
ANNUAL TOWN MEETING 2010

A required public hearing will be held by the Granville
Planning Board on

Monday, May 3" at 7:30 pm at the Granville Town
Hall to present and discuss proposed amendments to
the Granville Zoning Bylaw. The proposed amend-
ments would add to the “Definitions™ and “Uses Per-
mitted on Special Authorization” sections of the Zon-
ing Bylaw and specify criteria for the placement of
meteorological information gathering (MET) towers.
The amendments read:

In Section 1.2: Definitions, add the following new
definition:

Wind Monitoring or Meteorological (“MET"}
Tower: A tempaorary tower equipped with devices to
measure wind speeds and direction, nsed to determine
how much wind power a site can be expected to gen-
erate,

In Section 3.3: Uses Permitted on Special Authoriza-
tign, add the following new subsection:

3311 The construction and operation of a Wind Moni-
roring or Meteorolagical Tower, not o exceed 200 feet
in height, to be used for a period not to exceed eigh-
teen months: provided, that a MET Tower shall be set
hack a distance equal 1o two times the height of the
MET Tower from the nearest property line, and shall
he fenced in order to prevent unanthorized access.
the Board of Appeals may impose additional condi-
Hens to:

(i) protect public safety and prevent adverse effects
an the neighborhood,

(1) minimize impacts en scenic, natural and historic
resources of the fown,

(iii) enswre that the MET fower will be properly main-
tained and repaired, and

(iv) provide adequate assurance that the MET Tower
will be removed at the end of the permit period,

Purpose of the proposed amendments: Two organiza-

tions, the Springfield Water & Sewer Commission and

Citizen’s Wind, have approached the town express-
ing their desire to erect temporary meteorological in-
formation gathering towers in several areas of town
for the purpose of evaluating the potential for wind
energy generation, The current Zoning Bylaw does not
allow this use. In the interest of evaluating the poten-
tial for alternative energy generation, the Granville
Selectboard and the Planning Board are proposing to
amend the Zoning Bylaw to allow this use. A vote on
this proposal will take place at the May 10" 2010
Annual Town Meeting. Adoption of any zoning by-
law amendment requires a 2/3 majority vote ata Town
Meeting,

This bylaw amendment would NOT allow construc-
tion of windmill towers and associated utility connec-
tions. This proposal, if adopted, would gnly allow
MET tower construction through a special permit
granted by the Zoning Board of Appeals. Any wind
tower placement plans would require an additional
zoning bylaw amendment to be passed by a 2/3 ma-
Jority vote at a Town Meeting. There is currently NO
proposed amendment to allow wind towers in
Granville.

A typical MET tower is approx. 200" high with a base
diameter of 10”, It would be supported by numerous
guy wires and have a variety of sensors and instru-
ments attached. Recorded data from these instruments
would be gathered for a period of at least | year to
assess the potential for placement of one or more util-
ity style wind generators.
